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DRILLING COMMENCED AT OAKOVER
MANGANESE PROJECT - WA

Brumby Resources Limited (ASX: BMY) is pleased to announce that a drilling
programme has commenced at the Company’s Oakover Manganese Project, located
approximately 85 kilometres east of Newman – WA (refer to Figure 1).

Brumby has a 100% interest in EL 52/1939 (104.1 square kilometres).

The Oakover Manganese Project area is located within the southern part of the east
Pilbara manganese province and approximately 200 kilometres south of the operating
open cut mining Woodie Woodie manganese mining operation.

The first pass reverse circulation (RC) drilling programme is planned to test a series of
coincident landsat, HEM (helicopter supported electro magnetic survey) anomalies and
high grade surface rock samples previously defined by Brumby (refer to Figure 2).

The drilling programme should confirm if the surface rock samples (ranging from 17% to
39% Mn) persist at depth.
